I thought this one was kind of
neat - “Spring Fix-up Sale” with the
man carrying a ladder, and other
messages on the windows.

All of this made me stop to do
some thinking about the first store
windows I had painted on “promotion
or company name.” The first was in
1939 on the A&P grocery store,
which was located next door to Belks.

This was my first part-time job off
the tobacco farm. Using some of the
A&P store’s supplies (which were not
of the highest quality - white chalk
paint only), no colors - and if it
rained...well, it was to do over! This
was a job usually done by some of the
older, taller fellows until they found
out that I would - then Noah Benton
and Thump Batten saw to it that I
had help “from the inside.”

Well, some of the specials that
particular week were: pound of Eight
O’Clock coffee only 2 1¢, quarter sack
of flour only 27¢, 5 pounds of sugar
23¢, Armour Star bacon 15¢ (lb
package) and three tall cans of pink
salmon 25¢.

..It is hard to believe!!
