Begun in 1988, the Eddie Eagle GunSafe Program has reached millions of children. This program was developed through
the combined efforts of such qualified professionals as clinical psychologists, reading specialists, teachers, curriculum Wlne Ce ar

specialists, urban housing safety officials, and law enforcement personnel. The purpose of the Eddie Eagle Program isn't to

teach whether guns are good or bad, but rather to promote the protection and safety of children. With firearms found in
about half of all American households, it's a stance that makes sense. ’ Q Q
Along with the Eddie Eagle Program guidelines, Gulledge and Horne also talked briefly about "bullying" at Anson County S FlrSt WInery

school and at home. They challenged every student to be a helper or friend to their classmates instead of possibly
being a nuisance. The officers also encouraged students to always tell someone, whether it be a teacher or
parent, if anyone makes them feel uncomfortable or if they are ever afraid.
