From Rep. Frank McGuirt:  The General Assembly returned to Raleigh this
week to consider overriding the governor’s veto of a bill that gutted the state’s

Racial Justice Act, a law that helps ensure no one, of any race, is sentenced in the courts to death because of racial discrimi-
nation. We ended up leaving in the early hours of the next day having overridden a veto of a bill that punishes teachers who
want to join the North Carolina Association of Educators.

The Republican majority said the Racial Justice Act was unnecessary. Now, let me make it perfectly clear, I support the death
penalty.  As sheriff and a sheriff’s deputy I investigated murder cases, collected and processed evidence in murder cases as well
as testifying in cases.  I have been involved in cases in which defendants were convicted and sentenced to die.  Two men whom
I helped put on death row are there today. 

The governor, like myself, a death-penalty supporter, said the state should have as many safeguards in place as possible to
protect the integrity of the courts and prevent a person from being executed on the basis of their race and vetoed the bill.  I
agree 100%.   The governor’s veto came after the legislature had adjourned. The legislature could have chosen to not consider
the veto, to simply meet and refer it to committee or to bring back both bodies for a session.

They chose to meet in a session that has very strict constitutional limits. The constitution allows only for the General Assembly
to meet considering the single vetoed bill. The body can take no other action.

In this case, the Senate voted to override the bill. The House lacked the votes and referred the bill to committee and then ap-
pointed a committee to study racial discrimination in the court system. No additional details about the committee are yet available.

Under the constitution, the session should have ended after the racial justice bill was acted upon. Instead, the majority used the
veto session to schedule another session that began about 1 am the next day, Thursday. In this new session, they decided to vote
on the governor’s veto of a bill that makes it more difficult for teachers to join their professional organization, the North Carolina
Association of Educators. It prevents members of the group from having their dues deducted directly from their paychecks, as the
state still allows for many other professional organizations and dozens of other purposes.  I myself am a member of the North Car-
olina Association of Retired Local Government Employees; my dues are deducted, by the state, from my retirement check.  But the
majority in the House did not stop the deduction of my dues---only those of NCAE members.  That simply is not fair.  

Republican legislators passed the bill in retaliation for the NCAE’s opposition to the Republican budget. The budget dropped
North Carolina to 49th in the nation in education spending per pupil and resulted in the layoffs of thousands of teachers and
teacher assistants throughout the state. The override passed with exactly the number of required votes. NCAE announced
Thursday it plans to sue the General Assembly on constitutional grounds.

As always, I am a firm supporter of education and students and teachers and will side with them over politics any day. I will
continue to follow this issue and let you know more as I learn it.

On another note, a number of new laws went into place on January 1, including a requirement that requires young drivers
to log their time behind the wheel.
