erate income needing help in preparing their income tax returns through a program sponsored by AARP and Grace
Senior Center.  Volunteer counselors trained in cooperation with the IRS will be at Grace Senior Center on Wednes-
day, March 2 and Wednesday, April 6.  Free assistance is designed to help taxpayers fill out forms 1040EZ, 1040A,
1040 and the North Carolina return.

Persons using the service should bring to the tax aide site this year tax package, age and earnings statements
(forms W-2) received from employers, interest statements from banks (form 1099-INT) a copy of last year tax return
and any other relevant information concerning income and expenses.  Electronic filing of returns will be available.
