Free Groceries Available to 
Eligible Families this Saturday

Free USDA foods will be distributed this Saturday, Feb-
ruary 3, from 9 a.m. to 12 noon at Burnsville Recreation
& Learning Center (BRLC).  Please note that neighbors
will only be served once monthly with these items as long
as they last.  

Neighbors who have not registered since October
2017 must bring proof of income documentation.

The US federal income guidelines will be a determining
factor for individual’s eligibility.  The food items will only
be available to Ansonians.  Individuals who have not reg-
istered or received food before from the BRLC Emer-
gency food    Pantry must have financial documentation
as proof of income to be served.  Those families who re-
ceive food stamp assistance will automatically qualify.
Parents are asked not to bring children due to limited
seating space.  Neighbors are asked to please park in
parking lot behind center.
