Pressure Canner Dial Gauge Testing
It is that time of year again.  Gardens will be coming off and people will start

pulling out their canners to put up vegetables.  Pressure canning is a must for all
low acid foods.  This includes all vegetables, meats, poultry, seafood and soups
or a combination of any of these items.  

Make sure your steam dial gauge is correct.  The Anson Cooperative Extension Center
is offering Pressure Canner Dial Gauge testing for steam dial gauge lids only.  Weighted
gauges do not require testing.  

The Extension Center will offer free testing beginning on Monday, May 16 for two weeks
through Friday, May 27.  Simply bring your canner lid, or just the gauge, to the Extension
Center at 501 McLaurin Street and drop it off.  Gauges will be checked, and you will re-
ceive a call when it is ready to be picked up.  Office hours are 8:30 a.m. to 12:00 noon
and 1:00 until 5:00 p.m.  Canning publications and information are also available. 

Before you get too far into your canning season, have your dial gauge checked. This
is a free service to the public.

"It is important we stress
reading and expose ourselves to different types of authors.  Reading enhances our
knowledge on our history and our culture," she said.  

Aaron Mehaffey, Branch Director of the Hampton B. Allen Library, will also be in at-
tendance with information on exciting literary services provided there. 

Commissioner Vancine Sturdivant, Elissa Sturdivant, Bugga Sturdivant, Ycaza
Robinson and Barbara Thomas are the presenting sponsors of this year's
event.  They are sponsoring the HOLLA! 5K in honor of William "Mr. Gumby"

There will be other prizes and ex-
citement throughout the day.

The final pre-registration and t-shirt distribution day is Thursday, May 12 at 6 p.m. at the
HOLLA! Center in Morven.  HOLLA! is encouraging everyone who can to come out at
that time so you will be able to enjoy the festivities of the rally on the morning of the event.

According to Leon Gatewood, CEO of HOLLA!, the purpose of the 5K is to
raise awareness to the freedom you get from being able to read well.  HOLLA!
also uses the event to raise funds to support their literacy projects.  HOLLA!
boasts a reading room in Morven as well as a literacy house located at 809 In-
gram Street in Wadesboro.  Gatewood said he hopes the event will also be able
to generate some outrage.  "We know that illiteracy is a ticket to prison for boys
and girls of all races, and if significantly less than half of our children in some
demographics can read proficiently, where is the outrage," he said.
