From Mercenary to Miner: "It's Revolutionary!" at Reed Gold Mine June 18

Hessian soldier John Reed fought for the British in the Revolutionary War but deserted
his mercenary role to join the German community in Cabarrus County in 1782. Reed
Gold Mine will present "From Mercenary to Miner" Saturday, June 18, 10 a.m. to 4
p-m. to examine his life and early years before the 1799 discovery of gold on his farm.

Reed was drafted in Germany and believed to have served in Garrison Regiment of
von Wissenbach. He arrived as a replacement soldier in New York in June 1778 and
sailed to Savannah that November. When he deserted June 21, 1782, his journey to

State Wildlife Action Plan Receives Federal Go-Ahead

The N.C. Wildlife Resources Commission recently received approval from the U.S.
Fish and Wildlife Service for the 10-year update of the North Carolina Wildlife Action
Plan - a comprehensive document that identifies the state's Species of Greatest Con-
servation Need and conservation priorities for fish and wildlife species and their habitats
through the next decade. The Wildlife Action Plan is posted on the Commission's web-
site www.ncwildlife.org/plan.

Over the last three years the Commission led a comprehensive review and revision
of the 2005 Wildlife Action Plan with partners from state and federal agencies, con-
servation organizations and citizen stakeholders. The current version describes the
threats facing Species of Greatest Conservation Need and their habitats and recom-
mends measures to address current and emerging threats through 2025, when the
plan will be revised. Implementation of these recommendations will help prevent the
need to list species for federal protection under the Endangered Species Act.

The plan also catalogs ongoing efforts to protect and conserve the state's fish and
wildlife species and their habitats - from mammals and birds to fish, crustaceans, reptiles
and amphibians.

The Wildlife Action Plan was created in response to a 2002 congressional require-
ment that each state must have a comprehensive conservation strategy to be eligible
for federal matching funds under the State Wildlife Grants Program. Each year, North
Carolina receives approximately $1.3 million to support implementation of conserva-
tion actions recommended in the plan. Projects include survey and monitoring efforts
that help fish and wildlife biologists understand the conservation status of nongame
species in the state. State Wildlife Grants also support enhancement and restoration
efforts such as propagation and release of rare species into native habitats or conser-

vation of existing populations of rare species and their habitats.
