16 school year. Grants of up to $2,500 will be awarded directly to local educators for
creative, hands-on classroom projects that would not otherwise be funded by traditional
school budgets. The grant application window opened April 1st and can be found online
at www.ncbrightideas.com along with more information about the program.

“For more than 20 years, Bright Ideas grants have helped teachers bring innovative
ideas to life and get students excited about learning;” said Anne Edwards, marketing
representative with Pee Dee Electric. “North Carolina’s electric cooperatives believe
there is no better investment than in the education of our youth, which is why we con-
tinue to support educators with our Bright Ideas grant program each year.”

Pee Dee Electric expects to award $13,500 in Bright Ideas grants this year to teachers
throughout their seven county service territory. Grants are available to K-12 teachers
for innovative projects in any subject.

Since 1994, the Bright Ideas grant program has worked with co-ops to en-
hance education by engaging students in meaningful learning projects that en-
courage creative approaches. In the past two decades, North Carolina’s electric
cooperatives have contributed more than $9.6 million to teachers for 9,200
projects benefiting more than 1.8 million students.

“Teachers have amazing, creative ideas for educating students but often do
not have the resources to make those ideas come to life,” Edwards said. “The
enthusiasm and dedication of educators never ceases to amaze us, and we are
proud to support their efforts.”
