To promote diversity and ensure that North Carolina is a welcoming place for all,
Gov. Cooper extended protections with Executive Order 24. It prohibits discrimination
on the grounds of race, color, ethnicity, s ex, National Guard or veteran status, s exual
orientation, and gender identity or expression in employment, and it also requires
those doing business with the state to do the same.

The Executive Order also directed the Secretary of the Department of Administration
to create the Commission on Inclusion to identify additional policies and measures to
promote diversity and inclusion.
