NC Labor Department Recognizes Anson Businesses

The NC Department of Labor honored five Anson employers and employees at the agency's
annual safety awards banquet in Wadesboro on Tuesday, May 17.  The awards honored
outstanding on-the-job safety achievements during 2010.

For the thirteenth consecutive year Hildreth Wood Products earned the Gold Award.
The Employment Security Commission-Wadesboro Branch Office earned a Gold Award
for the ninth consecutive year.  Hornwood Inc. and Lynn Thomas Grading earned a
Gold Award.  To earn a Gold Award the rate of days away from work, job transfer or
restriction must be at least 50% below the industry average.

Wade Manufacturing won a Silver Award.  To earn the Silver Award the rate of days away
from work must be at least 50% below the industry average.  Wade Manufacturing also won
the Million-Hour Award for having 1 million hours, or multiples thereof, with no lost time
accidents from June 25, 2003 to April 18, 2010.

Labor Commissioner Cherie Berry spoke at the banquet and presented the awards.  “It's
really an honor for me to travel throughout the state and recognize these employers who are
making a commitment to their employees' safety and health,” Berry said.  “These employers
are helping to make North Carolina workplaces some of the safest in the country.”
