2018 Youth Football Camp Hosted by Stephone Anthony

School Stadium. Around 100 youth campers ranging from ages 7-14 participated from 3 p.m. to
6 p.m. All skill levels were welcome. The camp was free of charge to all who registered.

Anthony, along with the other NFL athletes, local coaches and Anson High School senior
football players, provided the experience of a real training camp to young participants.
Participants learned from on-the-field instruction, and campers broke into groups according to age
to learn the fundamentals and proper techniques specific to each position.

Campers also had the opportunity to hear motivational remarks from Anthony about the importance
of working hard on the field and in the classroom, respect, integrity, and having good character.

Stephone Anthony is now a local football celebrity due to his success at Clemson and

currently in the NFL where he plays for
the Miami Dolphins. In 2015 he was
drafted in the first round by the New
Orleans Saints. Since then he has played
for the Saints and the Dolphins.
