The County Fair portion of the twelfth annual Anson Ag Expo and Fair will be held Sat-
urday, September 24 at the Extension Center on McLaurin Street in Wadesboro, from
9 a.m. until 2 pm.  It will be here sooner than you think.  

Crafts, canned goods, ag products, photography, art and handicrafts will be welcomed for
competition.  Take down your vacation photo from the fridge and frame it.  Add fertilizer to that
favorite plant.  Then bring them all down to the Extension Center and enter them in the fair!

The 2016 Fair Rules and Regulations Booklets have arrived and are now available at
the Cooperative Extension Center at 501 McLaurin Street.  The fair book is also be avail-
able on-line at anson.ces.ncsu.edu.  Click on the 2016 Anson Ag Expo & Fair link and
the book can be downloaded in pdf format, complete with registration forms.

Remember that fair participation is open to youth as well as adults.  Age groups available
for competition consist of: Pee Wee -  0 to 5 years, Pre-teen - 6 to 12, Teen - 13 to 19,
and Adult - 20 and up.  Now is the time to be planning to show off your talents at the fair!

Registration for all entries will be taken in on Thursday, September 22, from 8 a.m.
until 7 p.m.  The fair will be judged on Friday and open to the public for display on Sat-
urda,y from 9 a.m. through 2 p.m.  

Items can also be entered into the “In Memoriam” and “Blast from the Past” categories.
Items made by deceased loved ones can be entered in “In Memoriam,” while items made
prior to 2002 and never shown in a fair can be entered in “Blast from the Past.”

Cash premiums will be awarded from $5 for First through $2 for Third in over 200
categories.  Last year’s county fair showcased 248 entries from 57 fair exhibitors, and
$881was paid out in fair premiums.  Class ribbons are awarded for all entries, with Best
of Show and Juror’s Choice ribbons awarded for each competition area per age division.

NC Pre-Kindergarten Program is Available
Anson County Partnership for Children is accepting applications for NC Pre-K, a kinder-

garten readiness initiative that is proven to help four year olds gain basic skills needed for
success in elementary school. Children who are four years of age before August 31, 2016
are eligible to apply for the high-quality program, which is free to qualifying families.

"Availability in this program is limited," said Elaine Scarborough, Anson County Part-
nership for Children Executive Director. "If parents are interested in enrolling their chil-
dren in the NC Pre-K program, I strongly encourage them to act quickly."

A high priority is placed on serving children who are meet the following criteria: child's
family is at or below 75% of the state median income level; a disability has been identified;
limited English proficiency, developmental differences, chronic health conditions, or a
parent who is active military service personnel.

NC Pre-K classes operate on a regular school calendar and are designed to address emotional
and social development, physical health, language development, and cognitive functioning.
Teachers are highly qualified and hold a minimum of a BA/BS degree as well as specific early
childhood credentials. Through incorporation of indoor and outdoor learning environments,
students participate in active learning experiences to foster a lifetime love of education.
