The board believes that the dress and personal appearance of students greatly affect their
academic performance and their interaction with other students. In order to provide an
educational environment that is safe, conducive to learning and promotes school pride and
student self-esteem, the board adopts the following general dress and appearance guidelines as

well as the concept of standardized dress for all students.

A.

GENERAL DRESS AND APPEARANCE GUIDELINES

Generally, dress and grooming standards as determined by the student and his or her
parents will be deemed acceptable. However, the board prohibits any appearance or
clothing that does the following:
