Interest and fees on outstanding taxes will begin January 5, 2021. 
Taxes not paid by January 5, 2021 are subject to a 2% interest charge for the first 
month of delinquency. Subsequent interest charges are three fourths of one percent 
(.075) per month. Pay now and avoid all interest charges.

Taxes unpaid by April 1, 2021 will be advertised  
by the Tax Collector’s Office in a local newspaper.  

The advertising fee will be twenty dollars per account this year. Once taxes are delinquent, the 
collector’s office is bound by statute to collect through legal remedy. These remedies may include 
wage garnishment, attachment of bank account or seizure and sale of property.

The North Carolina Broadband Survey is designed to 
gather information on locations in the state without     
adequate internet access and speeds. The information 
gathered from the survey will: 
• Provide clear data to guide investment of funds 
through the state’s Growing Rural Economies with         
Access to Technology grant program 
• Inform research and policy recommendations 
• Support strategic targeting of additional funding 
streams 

Remote learning and work. Health care. Growing 
small businesses.

It's hard to imagine life without all the things broadband 
and high-speed internet bring to our lives. 

Yet a significant number of people in North Carolina 
and the nation still do not have access to broadband 
service and the benefits it brings. 

The N.C. Department of Information Technology's 
Broadband Infrastructure Office serves as a              
statewide resource for broadband access, first-responder 
communications and classroom connectivity initiatives 
led by the state of North Carolina.

- Residents with landlines or cellphones 
that do not have texting capability may place a voice 
call to 919-750-0553. An interactive voice response 
system will guide them through a series of short             
questions to obtain the caller’s address and register it 
in the database as having no internet capability at all.
