The project generally consists of: installation of erosion control measures, 

sludge removal, dewatering, hauling, sludge disposal, grading, backfilling, and 

seeding and grassing at an existing sludge storage site together with erosion 

repair, stabilization, monitoring well abandonment, and installation of flow 

meter equipment for the existing sludge lagoon site.
