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Sidewalk Sale, Movie Preview During Taste of the Pee Dee
The Anson County Arts Council will hold a sidewalk sale next to the Ansonia Theatre

in uptown Wadesboro during Taste of the Pee Dee this Saturday, October 11.  The sale
will run from 10 a.m. until 4 p.m.  Only cash and checks will be accepted.

Also, the Arts Council Gallery will be open from 10 until 4 that day for purchases of
artists' work at regular prices.  If you've never come in, here's the perfect chance!

Next door at the Ansonia Theatre, a 10-minute preview of the movie Hank vs. the
Undead by Wadesboro native Dan Sellers, who currently lives in Greensboro, will play
several times following the Zombie 5K.  This movie preview is not appropriate for young
children.

Street.  There's a lot going on!

Discover Anson Bike Ride is Saturday!
The Ninth Annual Discover Anson Bike Ride will be held this Saturday, October 11

in Wadesboro which is a new date, location and routes.  The ride includes the choice of
a 26, 43 and 62-mile route that will take you across the southern half of Anson County
that has many Piedmont features of North Carolina’s mountain foothills.

Main points of interest along the routes include the “James Bennett” house where
Stephen Spielberg filmed The Color Purple, the old chimney of the Knox Inn in historic
Sneedsborough, Long Pine Church – the oldest deeded Methodist church in NC, a climb
up the “Devil’s Backbone” near Meltonville Church, and the birthplace of Hugh Ham-
mond Bennett, father of soil conservation in America.

The entry fee is $40 per rider. A downloadable registration form is available
at www.ansoncounty.org. On the day of the bike ride, registration begins at 8
a.m. at First Baptist Church, 309 Lee Avenue in Wadesboro.  The ride will re-
ceive the “green flag” at 9 a.m.

The Discover Anson Bike Ride is being held in conjunction with the Taste of the
Pee Dee: Arts, Crafts & Outdoor Living in Uptown Wadesboro that will offer lots of
fun activities, food, crafts and more that you and your family can enjoy.  Funding
for the Bike Ride Postcards and Flyers was provided by Anson County Tourism De-
velopment Authority.

Doug Porter Jr., Historic Site Manager, City of
Raleigh. Porter will explore an important, but often overlooked, portion of North Car-
olina: Surry County and the North Carolina foothills - in many ways, a distinctive region
with its own folkways and identity.
• Starring North Carolina! Film Series: “Maximum Overdrive” Friday, Oct. 10, 6 p.m.
$5 per person; $4 for museum members.  Join us on the second Friday of each month
to celebrate the films of North Carolina.

The first four
registrants will receive a free 15-minute individual consultation following the workshop.
• The Sinking of the Albemarle, Saturday, Oct. 18, 2 p.m. Dr. Chris Fonvielle, Author,
The Wilmington Campaign: Last Rays of Departing Hope and Fort Anderson: Battle
for Wilmington. Fonvielle will discuss Lt. William B. Cushing (U.S. Navy) and his crew’s
sinking of the CSS Albemarle. Commander Cushing and his crew were responsible for
destroying the ironclad vessel in October 1864.
• Saturdays in the Garden, Saturday, Oct. 11, 1:30-2:30 p.m. Join the museum’s gar-
den staff for an informal tour of the History of the Harvest exhibit along Bicentennial
Plaza and see what’s going on! Tours begin at the information desk in the lobby.
