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Anson County Tourism Development Authority
Donates $25,000 to New Agri-Civic Center Project

The Anson County Tourism Development Authority (ACTDA) presented a check for $25,000 to the Anson AgriCivic

Center Capital Campaign on Tuesday, October 21.

“The ACTDA board has been discussing such a move for several weeks, and unanimously voted to donate the funds
at the regularly scheduled October meeting,” said ACTDA spokesman Jeff Boothby. “This donation came from the
ACTDA Reserve Fund and falls in line with the NC General Statute allowing for 1/3 of tax collections to go to tourism

related Capital Projects.”

Boothby continued, “The ACTDA board sees the Anson AgriCivic Center as a cornerstone to growing our local
tourism industry and our economy. There will be a lot of jobs created, and it will offer our community a venue for sem-
inars, graduations, conventions, and many other events. The Union County facility had over 41,000 visitors in 2013

and is booked through June of 2015.”

With a completion date scheduled for 2018, the Anson AgriCivic Center has the potential to drastically improve our
local economy and our tourism base. And, it will certainly have a positive impact on the lives of all Ansonians and all

those fortunate enough to come and visit us.

Quarter-Cent Sales Tax Referendum on November 4 Ballot

Many voters are contemplating the proposed quarter-cent sales tax referendum found
on the ballot this November 4. The referendum states, “The N.C. General Assembly
granted county boards of commissioners the authority to levy, subject to voter approval,
additional one-quarter cent (1/4 of a penny) county sales and use tax.” The quarter-cent
increase in sales taxes in Anson County would be used for education. More specifically
it will be used for educator supplements.

At the risk of losing more teachers to other states that pay higher salaries and supple-
ments to educators, the Anson County Board of Commissioners unanimously approved
a resolution calling for the November 4 vote, which will help bring Anson teachers’ sup-
plements up. Currently educators earn a 2.5 percent supplement annually, which is
lower than 99 other North Carolina public school systems!

The sales tax referendum can raise up to $300,000 in additional funds for
teachers. Much of the additional tax revenue will be raised from non-Anson
County citizens who spend money here.

When asked, Anson County Schools Superintendent Michael Freeman said, “I am con-
fident and hopeful that voters will approve the quarter-cent tax increase. I think most
Anson County citizens will be supportive of a sales tax increase because we want all chil-
dren in Anson County to have a strong education as we prepare them to become suc-
cessful and responsible citizens.”

Also important to note are items that are exempt from the sales tax hike. There will be
no tax increase on prescription medication, vehicles, gasoline, food and property taxes.

Freeman added, “As Ansonians cast their vote for a 1/4% sales tax increase, it
is exciting to know these funds will be available to support a much needed increase
in local teacher supplements. Higher supplements will help with recruitment and
retention of quality teachers. The Anson County Board of Education is eagerly
partnering with the Anson County Board of County Commissioners to gradually
provide local teacher supplements that are in line with other North Carolina sys-
tems. The advantage of increasing sales tax is that all shoppers in Anson County
will contribute to this fund designated to support public schools.”

Freeman concluded, “Anson County enjoys many travelers as they utilize Highways
74,52, 109, 218, and 742 just to mention a few highly used roads. When these visitors
stop to make a purchase they will pay this sales tax to support public education. Impor-
tantly, property owners will not have to accept a tax increase for this purpose.”

Refuge Manager J. D. Bricken said, “We hope to receive a rehabbed barred owl from
the Carolina Raptor Center to release back into the wild during the event.”
