    Mr. William Martin Mc-

    Martin was very proud
of his ancestry, and was a
direct descendant of David
McSwain who was of the
McSwain clan of the High-
lands and Isles of Scotland.
David McSwain, High-
lander, emigrated from the
Isle of Skye, Scotland to
America aboard the ship
Snow Louther in the year
1730.  The boat both he
and his family were on
sailed from Rotterdam,
Holland and landed in
Philadelphia, PA in 1731,
a seven month ocean voy-
age.
    The McSwain family
would later move to Vir-
ginia where they lived for
many years prior to mov-
ing to North Carolina, set-
tling first in Cleveland
County and then in Stanly
County.  The family rec-
ognized great beauty in
the wilderness and moun-
tains of North Carolina.
To them the passage from
the Bible, “I will lift up
mine eyes to the hills
whence comes my help,”
took a special meaning.

Jones and Lynette Mc-
Swain of Polkton; his
grandchildren, Airyn Jones
and Nathan McSwain; his
brother Leonidas (Susie)
