Trauma Toolkit Training
Trauma 101 Training will be held on November 20-

21,  from 9 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. at Richmond County
DSS, located at 125 Caroline Street in Rockingham.
Registration runs from 8:30 to 8:45 a.m.  The
training is free, but participants are responsible for
their own lunch.  You must attend both days in its
entirety to receive a certificate of completion.
Overview of training This training is geared
towards cross-systems staff in order to better under-
stand the importance of partnering with youth,
families, agencies, and systems to create trauma
informed networks.  Examples of topics covered are:
1) Effects of trauma on behaviors, brain development,
and child development.
2) Cultural influences on experience of trauma.
3) Birth parent(s) trauma and generational trauma.
4) Secondary traumatic stress & self-care for participants.
5) And more....
Participants should come ready to be actively engaged
in the process for the two full days.

• Court Counselors • Clinicians • School Personnel

Class size is limited to 25 participants and priority
is given to participants from Richmond and Anson
Counties.
