Families that re-
ceive food stamp assistance automatically qualify.  Each
family will only be provided these commodities this
month.  Parents are ask not to bring small children.

BRLC distributes free groceries to eligible families on
Wednesdays at 9 a.m. and at other times.  You can
contact them at 704-826-8182 for information.
