SBA Backs Over Half a Billion Dollars 
to North Carolina Small Businesses in 2015

The U.S. Small Business Administration (SBA) loan programs placed over half a bil-
lion dollars into the hands of North Carolina small businesses during fiscal year ended
September 30, 2015, guarantying 1,203 loans for over $579 million. Fiscal year
2015 marked a banner year for SBA lending. This is the first time SBA loans in North
Carolina exceeded half a billion dollars in any year. SBA lending activity in the state
rose 42 percent over the last fiscal year. 

During the year, 1,119 loans were approved through its flagship 7(a) program for
over $533 million. Through SBA’s 504 fixed-asset financing program, Certified De-
velopment Companies approved 84 loans for about $46 million.

“We are very grateful to our lenders who have seen the value in using SBA
loan programs to help their small business clients start, develop and succeed,”
commented SBA District Director Lynn Douthett.  “We encourage our lenders
to continue to use our programs so that our small businesses can thrive and
continue to create jobs in North Carolina.”  

Wells Fargo was North Carolina’s top 7(a) lender ranked by number of
loans, with 277 for almost $60 million. Yadkin Bank landed the number two
spot with 86 loans for $71.7 million.

Business Expansion Funding Corporation (BEFCOR) was the state’s top certified de-
velopment company in 504 loans. BEFCOR approved 38 loans for over $20 million.
Self-Help Ventures Fund followed with 30 loans for $18.2 million.
