A Pre-Bid Conference will be conducted in the Board Room at the Board of Education Building,
located at 320 Camden Road, Wadesboro NC 28170 at 2:00 p.m. on Monday, December 19, 2022.

A brief summary of the project scope:

The Project consists of the construction of a new middle school, approximately one hundred nine thousand
(135,000) square feet. The school will house an administration wing, classroom wings, gymnasium, media
center and cafeteria with a full-service kitchen. The building will be conditioned by a combination of split
system air conditioning and vertical exterior heat pump; electrical service will be 277/480V & 120/208v with
an emergency generator. The building will be fully sprinklered. This project includes Alternates of additional
classrooms, Owner preferred items and a diesel-powered generator (see Section 01 23 00).

Each proposal must be accompanied by a deposit of cash or a certified check on a bank or trust company
insured by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation in an amount equal to not less than five percent (5%)
of the proposal; or, in lieu of the deposit of cash or certified check, a bid bond in the above amount. Successful
bidder may not withdraw his bid within thirty days after the opening thereof without forfeiture of his bid bond.
In the event of the failure of the successful bidder to execute the contract within ten (10) days after the award
or to give satisfactory surety as required by law, the above deposit will be retained by the Owner as liquidated
damages.
