Extension Notes   Holiday Entertaining Tips

Christmas is a special time for family and friends.  More than at any other time of the year, everyone wants to
enjoy and celebrate with their loved ones.  For the hostess, this can sometimes get hectic.  Here are a few tips to
help cut down on some of that stress.
• Number one, when guests start asking what they can bring, take them up on their offers!  Think ahead of things
they can bring that will work with what you are serving.  Then make sure you have everything you will need,
including seating arrangements, serving dishes, napkins, etc.  
• Next, get organized.  Clean out the fridge so there is more room for prepared food.  Make a list of what you need
to cook when, working backwards.  Keep that handy if you have guests that are helping you in the kitchen.  
• Finalize your shopping, and then prepare any dishes that can be made in advance.  You can prepare frozen dishes
even earlier.
