Local Farmers Can Rent No-Till Drill
The Brown Creek Soil and Water Conservation District

would like to announce the opportunity for farmers to rent a
no-till grass drill for use in the surrounding area.  This drill
allows for pastures to be reseeded without excessive ground
disturbance, which in turn can reduce the risk of erosion and
protect water quality.  Wildlife food plots can also be
established using this equipment.

Local farmers can rent the drill at a rate of $10 per acre
within Anson County, or $15 per acre in surrounding counties.
All proceeds from this program will stay in the district and be
used for maintenance and operation of the drill.  It is
recommended that the drill be used with at least a 40
horsepower tractor, and cover an area no larger than 20 acres.
